NOTICE OF MODIFICATION TO EXISTING TARIFF 

Las Vegas Limousines, Inc., CPCN 2258, Presidential Limousine, Inc. CPCN 1007, Bell Trans, Inc. d/b/a 

Bell Trans, Bell Limousine, CPCN 1023, On Demand Sedan Services, Inc., CPCN 1040, Desert Cab, Inc. d/b/a 

Odyssey Limousine, CPCN 1075, ("Applicants") have filed applications, designated as Dockets 14-07013 through 14-

07017 respectively, with the Nevada Transportation Authority (“Authority”) for approval of tariff rate modifications with 

regard to charter limousine services.  The Applicants seek modifications, including but not limited to, add electronic ride 

hailing (e-hail) rates. 

AWG Ambassador, LLC d/b/a Ambassador Limousine, CPCN 1041, and d/b/a AWG Charter Services, 

CPCN 1068 have filed applications, designated as Dockets 14-07018 and14-07019 respectively, with the Authority for 

approval of tariff rate modifications with regard to charter limousine services.  The Applicants seek modifications, 

including but not limited to: 1) add electronic ride hailing (e-hail) rates, 2) increase/decrease existing rates, and 3) 

add/remove vehicle types and associated rates. 

Annie Bananies Wild West Tours, LLC ("Applicant") has filed an application, designated as Docket 14-07020 

with the Authority for approval of a tariff rate modification for services conducted under CPCN 2083, Sub 2.  The 

Applicant seeks modifications, including but not limited to: 1) increase existing rates, 2) add new tours and associated 

rates, and 3) remove the reduced children’s rate. 

The applications were filed pursuant to Chapter 706 of the Nevada Revised Statutes and Nevada Administrative 

Code ("NAC").  Under NRS 706.151, the Authority has legal jurisdiction and authority over these matters.  

The applications are on file and available for viewing at the office of the Nevada Transportation Authority at 2290 

South Jones Blvd. Suite 110, Las Vegas, NV 89146. 

Persons with a direct and substantial interest in the filings may file Petitions for Leave to Intervene at the 

Authority’s office.  Such Petitions must conform to the Authority’s regulations and must be filed on or before August 8, 

2014. 

Interested persons may submit Protests for filing at the Authority’s offices.  Protests must conform to the 

Authority’s regulations.  Other written comments may also be submitted for filing
